2. Three iPhone Applications I like

1.Ocarina - A musical instrument for your phone

I like this application because it uses all of the amazing features of the iPhone in a very 
unique way.

The tune you play can be broadcast to a remote 
server where other users of the application can listen and rate your song.

2.Urbanspoon - Find local restaurants

3. Three compelling new applications

1.theySpend  - use USASpending.gov open API to locate and display contractors spending 
your money.

2.HDR camera  - take a series of controlled exposures with the iPhoneÕs built-in camera and 
then use high dynamic range compositing methods (such as DebevicÕs algorithm) to create a 
high dynamic range image.
